FOUR MOMENTOUS DAYS in the FOOT-
BALL CAREER OF A. J. ROBERTSON ...

A, J. Robertson, Bradley's athletic director
who coached the football team from 1920 until
hiz retirement last spring to administrative
work, recently recalled four days in his long
eareer which outshine all others for (1) humor;
(2) thrills; (3) performance by a “little man”,
and (4) heartbreak.

Here they are as Mr. Robertson told them:

was a group of players in green jerseys

(Viator) and red jersevs (Bradley) running in

all directions behind the visitors' line of serim-
mage. While Koepping was chasing one Viator
back, this runner handed the ball to a team-
mate going in the opposite divection. This back-
field man then handed the ball to Koepping!
Ernie stopped stock-still in surprise, looked at
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The most humorous football incident 1 ever
witnessed happened in the game between Brad-
ley and St. Viator College of Bourbonnais (now
defunct) before 5000 fans during the 1924
season. Ernie Koepping, who played tackle for
Bradley, was the central figure. Here is what
happened :

St. Viator was several touchdowns behind
and they had the ball on their own 20-yard line
late in the fourth quarter. The Viator quarter-
back ordered a fancy quadruple pass which was
designed to get a St. Viator man into the open.
The play got badly out of time and soon there

the ball, and then trotted a few steps across the

Viator goal!

The most thrilling play 1 have ever seen

happened in a game between Bradley and Aug-
ustana before 4,000 fans in 1921 on a muddy

field. Bunny Gross, my great climax runner,
was the central character. Bradley scored in

the first quarter on a 55-yard run by Gross but
failed to make the extra point. Augustana kept
driving toward our goal and Bradley was mak-
ing some brilliant goal line stands. It seemed
only a matter of time before the tying touch-

down would be scored. With about five minutes
to play Bradley held for downs on its 5 yard
line. Gross went back of the goal line in kick
formation. Instead, he ran off tackle. He was
nearly downed four times, he reversed his field
several times, and it seemed that every Aug-
ustana man had his hands on the elusive Brad-
ley runner. But, aided by timely blocking, Gross
completed a sensational 105-yard touchdown
run to put the game on ice, Bradley winning
13 to 0.

Bradley 16 before being downed. Another pass
put the ball on the Bradley 4. Then, with 25
seconds left, Miami crashed over on the fourth
play, Olix scoring. The touchdown came:zwith
one second of playing time remaining. Miami
won, 32-27, and went on to beat Texas Tech
in the Sun bowl last New Years day.

The best little man I've known in football
was Keith Molesworth, who played quarterback
for the Chicago Bears in the early 1920s. He
weighed only 156 pounds and stood 5 ft. 9 in.

The most heartbreaking play 1 ever witnessed

took place in the game last season between
Bradley and Miami of Ohio, Mel Olix, Miami

quarterback, was the central character. The
play went as follows:

Bradley had scored what seemed to be the
winning touchdown and was leading, 27 to 26,
with a minute and 45 seconds left in the game.
Miami was on its own 12-vard line, fourth down
and 12 yvards to go. Olix faded back, eluded the
Bradley line, and got off a tremendous pass far
down the field. Halfback Bill Stoner, running as
though on wings, caught up with the ball on
Bradley's 45-yard line and continued to the

tall. The outstanding game he played was
against Green Bay in Chicago before 20,000
fans in the 1925 season. A summary of the
play follows:

Molesworth was playing safety when a Green
Bay back got loose and came down the field
behind two blockers. Molesworth faked the
blockers while running backwards and man-
euvered the runner to the sidelines. His tactics
slowed the runners and blockers up sufficiently
for pursuing Bear players to force the ball
carrier out of bounds on the Bears' eight-vard
line. The Packers failed to score and the Bears
went on to win.
